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December Eagles Cup i TurndN- Burn

Here is the summary of the objective for this event as a reminder:

This a timed event with the objective to take off and do 1 roll and 1, 180-degree
turn in any order you wish. The next step is to land and then one more 180-degree
turn on the ground to complete the circuit. This circuit needs to be done 5 times for a
perfect score or until an engine dead stick. All landings and turns must be done on the
field to count (no landing in the trees). Time will start when the wheels leave the
ground and will end after the final, 180-degree turn after the 5th circuit. Time will be
used to rank pilots that finish the same number of circuits. Any DNF will be scored on
the number of completed circuits and time will be marked when the plane stops flying.

The event started like any other with the rolling of the dice to determine starting
order. We believe that at least one of the dice is loaded because there were far too
many ones rolled to be just coincidence. Dave rolled the highest number but ended up
going first to start off the day. It took him a couple of laps to get into the groove with
the wind blowing but after the first few the rest were flown like the plane was on a set
of rails and he set the bar higher than anyone else could reach. His time was just un-
der two minutes. Kevin was up next and was attempting a roll on takeoff but it ended
up looking more like a half reverse Cuban eight with far too low an altitude for recov-
ery. | am sure that we will see the mustang in the air again. Kevin was able to get the
fastest time of the day at just under 7 seconds if that is any consolation. Vince was up
next and was pushing to get another first place run. He was able to get five runs com-
pleted but had a time that was about a half a minute over Dave. Steve took to the
skies and was just hoping to keep the engine running through the event since it was
giving him troubles all morning. Sadly, it was not meant to be and he was not fully able
to complete one full run. | was up next and | was also struggling to keep an engine
running. | went with the Telemaster because it seemed like the lesser of the two evils.
The engine ran fine but I did not do so well for time. My time was just between Vince
and Dave. John was now up to take his run after finally getting a charge in the battery.
| think his plane has more settings and options than all of my planes combined. He
was able to select a control scheme for the plane to give him a first place run but the
wheels were not up for the challenge. The first landing tipped the plane onto its nose
and it was all over with about a 19 second run.

The summary of the Eagles Cup standings for the year is listed on page 7.
There were 20 pilots that made at least one attempt at an event. There was a tie for
fourth place from the top six scores. The rules are written that the pilot with the great-
est number of events for the year would win in the case of a tie. This gave Michael the
number 4 position for the year over Bob Terry. | added the contest average to the
summary table.
