It was 

a three run event with the best time for three runs used to de-

velop standings. 

 

Kevin Burns was unable to 

participate in all the runs because of a flight failure in his first 

run. It was not a major disaster, but the wings of the aircraft were 

damaged. 

 

The times for the three runs for 6 Pilots was spread from 0:33 

seconds to 1:18 minutes. Although the runs were short flight 

time, everyone appeared to be having fun. 

The hardest part of the runs appeared to be landing and getting to 

the mail delivery circle. The landings were being made downwind and the aircraft were over-

shooting the landing and finish circle. 

 

The last run was finished at twenty minutes till club meeting time. 

Dave Majchrzak took first place with a best time of 0:33 seconds. Second place went to David 

Beach with a best time of 0:41 seconds. Third place went to Kiefer Savoie with a best time of 

0:50 seconds. Wally Adaszik just missed third place with a best time of 0:51 seconds. Bob 

Cushman took fifth place with a time of 1:02 and Dave Surwell finished with 1:11. Congratula-

tions to all seven pilots. 

 

I also enjoyed being CD of the event. It also was a lot easier and more fun than I anticipated. If
