Each pilot had to attach a hook to their airplane and snag a rope that was strung across the field.  With the wind 

from the north, that meant that the approaches had to be made from the south, over those tall trees. 

 

We had 5 pilots daring to tempt fate and the winds.  They were, in the order decided by the throw of the dice, Bob 

Terry, Joe Notter, Kiefer Savoie, Steve Lewis, and last but not least, Dave Majchrzak.  Yours truly decided to keep 

his new Avistar looking pretty for a few more days and didnôt compete. 

 

Before the competition got started, Dave Majchrzak, being 

the great and dedicated instructor that he is, decided to 

show us what happens when you donôt do a preflight check.  

The flight lasted about 2 ½ seconds.  None of us like to see 

anyone lose an airplane, but I hope that those of us watch-

ing have learned a lesson from Daveôs loss.  Always check 

your control surfaces before every flight. 

 

Bob Terry was first up.  On his second pass, he snagged the 

rope with his landing gear and lost time untangling and get-

ting airborne again.  On his third pass, he hooked the rope, 

total time of 1:25.1 

 

Next, was Joe Notter.  He didnôt hook the rope, but he also 

didnôt break his airplane.  His time was 1:15.3. 

 

Kiefer decided to show everyone how it was supposed to be done.  He caught the rope on his second pass with a 

time of 48.5 seconds. 

 

Steve Lewis didnôt hook the rope either, but like Joe, Steveôs plane is still in one piece and his time was 1:31.2. 

 

Dave Majchrzak, flying his backup plane, blew everybodyôs minds by snagging the rope on his very first pass in 

the blinding time of 18.4 seconds! 

 

So, when the dust had settled, the results were Dave Majchrzak FIRST, Kiefer Savoie SECOND, Bob Terry 

THIRD, Joe Notter FOURTH and Steve Lewis FIFTH.  Congratulations to all of them and thanks for a great show!
