Club Officers for 2008 

While at the field the other day the discussion of Micro Balloons came up.  For those of you unfamil-
iar with them, they are a great items to have in the workshop.  Hollow glass microspheres, or what 
we will call  micro balloons, have diameters ranging from 10 to 300 micrometers.  They have a vari-
ety of uses and can be used with both epoxy and resins.  They have their uses in construction and 
repair as well as finishing.   I use micro balloons in a slightly less than 1 to 3 ration when mixing with 
epoxy.  Sometimes even a 1 to 4.  You don’t want to add to much to your epoxy as it can degrade 
the strength of the glue.  I don’t use it when glueing wood to wood, say for a firewall to the sides of 
the fuselage.  But I will go in after and with a micro balloon / epoxy mix make a fillet around the joint, 
which does add significant strength to the area your glueing.  You can also use it to create a small 
fillet between a horizontal surface; ie: the wing or horizontal stabilizer to the fuselage.   
 
Another use for micro balloons is to add it to your Resin that you may be ‘painting’ on to your fuse-
lage, or as a sealer around your firewall to fuel proof it.  It acts as a filler that helps smooth out the 
resin, it also makes it a little easier to sand.  If you’ve never used it, pick up a ‘bottle’ or ‘jar’ of it.  
They are relatively inexpensive and will last awhile.
