Ed Note:  Joe gave a great talk at our last club meet-
ing on this wonderful event.  He also brought some of 
his WW 1 scale models.  If you have never seen any 
of his models, he does a great job building them.    
 
 When you enter the Old Rhinebeck Aerodrome in 
Rhinebeck, NY, it’s like getting out of a time machine 
that has taken you back 80 to 100 years to the begin-
nings of aviation history. You are literally transported 
back to a bygone are in which aviation pioneers and 
barnstormers flew from grass fields without the bene-
fit of control towers or radio contact of any kind.  It 
harkens back to a time when “daring young men in 
their flying machines” thrilled the world with their 
flying acts and daredevil feats. 
 
 In actuality, Old Rhinebeck Aerodrome (ORA) is a 
small grass airfield and museum dedicated to the pres-
ervation of old aircraft, old engines, and vehicles dat-
ing from the beginnings of aviation to the 1930s.  
Many of the aircraft are still in flying condition, and 
are flown during weekend air shows held throughout 
the summer each year.  Other non-flying aircraft are 
on display in the museum buildings.  ORA was the 
dream child of Cole Palen, who loved old airplanes 
and became the driving force behind the enormous 
collection of aircraft seen there.  He was also a born 
showman, and used his restored and replica airplanes 
to hold air shows, the likes of which were not seen 
elsewhere.  The reputation of ORA and Cole Palen 
became a legend, and people flocked from all over the 
world to step back into history and see old airplanes 
from the earliest days of powered flight take to the 
skies. 
 
 Around 1966, the Mid Hudson RC Club requested 
permission to hold an RC event at Old Rhinebeck 
featuring models of the same airplanes that flew there.  
It was an instant hit with RC pilots, and quickly estab-
lished itself as one of the most popular annual events 
for models of early aircraft.  In 2007, the 41st Annual 
Rhinebeck Jamboree was held with over 100 RC pi-
lots in attendance along with their vintage model air-

planes.  The Jamboree takes place each September on 
the first weekend after Labor Day. 
 
 Requirements to fly at the Old Rhinebeck Jambo-
ree: Any model of a real aircraft that flew between the 
beginnings of aviation and 1939.  This includes civil-
ian, military, and Golden Era aircraft.  The most 
popular category is WWI warbirds followed by 1930s 
biplanes. 
 
 RC Flying:  Since this is basically a fly-in event and 
not a contest, you can fly as many times as you want 
depending on how many pilots are waiting on line to 
fly.  There are 6 flight stations allowing up to 6 pilots 
to fly simultaneously.  Once you retrieve your radio 
from the impound, you get your plane and get on line 
to fly.  After flying, you turn in your radio.  Spread 
Spectrum radios do not have to be impounded. 
 
 RC flying occurs on Saturday and Sunday starting at 
8 AM and going until the evening. (you can even get 
in some flights on Friday afternoon if you arrive 
early).  From 2 to 4 PM each day, RC flying is sus-
pended so that the full scale air show can be held.  
Saturday is usually reserved for flying the oldest and 
rarest examples of vintage aircraft.  Sunday’s air show 
is a corny WWI skit involving the “good” British and 
“bad” Germans dueling it out both in the air and on 
the ground.  Guns fire, bombs burst, rockets explode, 
tanks blow things up, and the Black Baron always 
looses in the end.  It’s a blast! 
 
 Some Popular Rhinebeck Airplanes 
Any pre-1939 airplane can be flown at the Rhinebeck 
Jamboree, and over the years many examples of vin-
tage aircraft have appeared.  However, there are some 
favorites that seem to show up in greater number sim-
ply because they have become the more popular to 
produce as kits and ARFs, or they posses better than 
average flying characteristics, or they are simpler to 
build.  The list below indicates some of the most 
popular subjects.

On your marks, get set, Go! 
First up was Bob Terry, lightening fast with his initial 
climb loop & role and he was off climbing straight up 
for the clouds and soon was on the edge of visibility 
due to a low ceiling. After a few vital moments prov-
ing his engine was off he did an impressive glide to a 
perfect landing. 
 
 Next was yours truly Brian Redmond. Taxied ready 
for take off, quick look around and then gunned it and 
as usual the engine coughed and died before the 
wheels even began to turn! Matt armed with glow 
stick and starter bounded out for the re-start and held 
the plane as I got the engine revs to max and with a 
nod Matt released the plane. At full rpm the Minus 
was quick off the ground straight into a loop, role and 
then vertical. For once my engine performed incredi-
bly well pulling the Minus up like a rocket! Almost 
disappeared into the clouds and as the count down to 
cut the engine began, killed it and demonstrated that

������	 indeed it was off before the 40 seconds was up! Now it 
was a case of hanging in the sky for as long as possi-
ble. And hang up there it did! 
 
 Next came Brandon using Joe’s Slow Poke, Such a 
graceful take off, his engine screaming as he clawed 
for height to make the loop followed by a very strange 
slow role and again clawing for altitude with such a 
graceful angle of climb. At cut off time Brandon had 
trouble finally stopping the engine with a 3.8 second 
overrun before a graceful glide to ground achieving 
the shortest time for all who entered. Slow with style! 
 
 Next was Joe himself this time flying his Slow Poke 
in an effort to beat Brandon’s time. With almost a re-
peat performance, slightly more altitude and a shorter 
overage Joe managed to beat Brandon’s time but not 
but much! 
 
 Finally Matt revved up and taxied ready for his start 
and zoom he was off! Good climb, nice loop, clean 
role and he was climbing fast and high. Into the clouds 
he went and still had time to climb! But after the count 
down to stop the engine some how Matt managed an 
overrun of exactly 2 seconds before gliding and Man 
did he glide! The plane just seemed to gracefully glide 
without appearing to loose height and after what 
seemed a long time Matt seemed to loose the niche he 
was in and down he came. Try as he did, he just was 
not able to maintain his initial glide rate of decent fi-
nally touching down after what seemed like a winner!
