Another month done and over with and there have been no good crashes to talk about and as far as I 
know people still have all the fingers and toes they started with.  At our officers meeting we got on the 
topic that as much fun as these planes are they can also be dangerous.  People have gotten killed and 
cars in parking lots have been destroyed so just be careful when you are flying and keep your plane un-
der control at all times.  When you are trying a new trick or flying just on the edge of your comfort level 
fly 3 mistakes high so you have time to hopefully recover. 

Another thing you should always be thinking about in order to keep your plane under control is your 
battery.  Make sure before your plane leaves the ground that you have enough juice to get it back safe.  
If you run out of fuel you have a chance to get it back if your battery dies you might as well bring a gar-
bage bag with you when you go look for the parts.  Get a volt meter at radio shack or Wal-Mart, they do 
not cost much or spend $15 bucks and get a volt watch to stick on the side of your plane.  Whatever you 
do just pay attention to the battery and remember they do go bad, build a memory and will give you less 
and less flying time as they age so don�t think you can make them last forever.  As always if you have a 
question about any thing that I mentioned please ask someone and if they don�t know ask another per-
son.
