The October Eagles Cup was Puddle Jump and Closest Point Landing.  Four lines where painted on 
the field.  The first set of lines defined the first touch and go zone.  The second set of lines defined 
the second touch and go zone.  The region between the two sets of lines defined the “puddle”.  The 
objective of the competition was to take off and then land within the first zone, take off before leaving 
the first zone and cross the middle zone, land in the second zone and then take off before rolling out 
of the second zone.  The scoring was as follows: 1) Perfect score is 50 points for completing the 
course successfully as described above, 2) 20 points for landing and taking off in the 1st zone and 
jumping middle, but not properly landing/taking off from the 2nd zone, 3) and 10 points for missing 
the 1st zone and properly landing/taking off in the second zone.  A marker was placed on the field.  
The tie breaker was the plane with its spinner closest to the marker on the field. 
 
The weather conditions were perfect with sunny skies and light winds out of the south.  Five pilots 
participated in this event.  First to fly was Larry Claveau.  Larry did an excellent job on his approach 
to the first zone, did a touch and go, but had a prop strike that killed his engine and prevented him 
from jumping the puddle. Larry did not receive any points, but as fate would have it his airplane 
rolled and stopped within four feet of the marker.  The second pilot was Brian Redman flying his 
trainer.  Unfortunately Brian had a prop strike in zone 1 which killed his engine and prevented him 
from flying out of zone 1.  Brian did not receive any points, but his airplane rolled and stopped to 
within 8 1/2 feet of the marker.  The third pilot was Steve Lewis.  Unfortunately Steve lost speed on 
his approach and pulled his gear out when he came in short of the first zone.  Steve did not receive 
any points, but his airplane skidded to a  stop 128 feet from the marker.   The fourth pilot was Bob 
Terry flying his Minus fun fly low and slow.  The minus successfully performed a touch and go in 
zone 1, but just barely got off the ground before leaving the zone.  The puddle jump was successful 
with a successful touch and go in zone two.  Bob got a perfect score of 50 points and landed 14 feet 
from the marker.  The last pilot was Eric Boucher with some impressive flying.  His plane was not a 
slow flyer.  He managed to touch and go in zone 1, jump the puddle, and
