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Event: "Carrier Landing"  
 
Description: 
Imagine the landing strip in front of you when standing in the pilots box. Imagine a strip 20 feet wide by 60 
feet long and at the down wind end Imagine an arresting line about one quarter  up wind from the down wind 
end of the 60 foot box start line (the start of the carriers deck). Just like the real carriers have but for the pur-
poses of our carrier landing we will only have 1 real arresting (snag) line. 
 
The line will be supported about 4 inches above the ground at each end and held taught by bungee cords. The 
idea is that the line when snagged by the plane will give so that the plane does not come to an aggressive stop 
but rather a gentle firm stop. Very important since we do not want any plane damage cause by the arresting 
line now do we? 
 
Now for the plane, it can be any plane, any design you like as the type and design are not important. Obvi-
ously certain designs will do better than others but I leave it entirely up to the pilot to decide what plane he or 
she chooses to use. 
 
From light mild steel rods which I will supply, we will each make a simple yet very effective tail hook which 
we will attach to the  plane and hold in place with elastic bands. Sounds hard but actually it is so simple, it is 
not obvious or easy to imagine unless you have seen this done before. 
 
Now you have a plane with a very effective dangling hook, when you fly at normal speeds the wind causes the 
hook to tuck itself up close to the tail but when you slow down the hook drops down and is ready to snag the 
line as you fly very low over the line or harrier the plan over the line. If you snag the line then you have landed 
safely on the deck of the carrier.

you must make your approach into the wind. This is not a timed event so you can take your time, 
There will be a point of no return meaning once you cross that point on approach astern of the carrier you are com-
mitted to the landing and you cannot abort the approach. If you call abort before crossing this line you can fly 
round and make another approach. 
You will have 3 landing attempts. 25 points are scored if you snag the hook. 
Snagging the wheels or any part of the undercarriage does not count and if this is the case you will get zero points 
for that landing. 
Max points will be snagging all three landings which will equal 75 points 
Should there be a tie, the tied parties will make one landing each until the tie is broken. 
Simple! 
 
 
The flight order: 
Set by rolling the dice. 
 
The flyers for the event where: 
Brandon, Eric, Bob, Steve and Brian: 5 competitors. 
Take off / landing order decided with the dice was: 
1 Brian, 2 Eric, 3 Brandon, 4 Steve and 5 Bob.

If that had been the real thing 
he would have landed in the sea ahead of the carrier with no escape! Second time round was not much better but 
the plane still intact and determined to make the 3rd approach count. But alas yet another missed landing resulting 
in 0 points 
 
Next up was Eric who quickly aborted due to a faulty plane and the need to fall back to his second machine. In the 
mean time taking his place Brandon fired up and took off like the devil was chasing him. Round he went and the 
approach looked good but did he snag? Nope! Second time round and what looked like a great approach but again 
high and missed the line. But, for the third approach came great success and 25 points scored just like that! Not so 
difficult after all. 
 
This time it was Eric, if we all thought Brandon was fast like he was being chased by the devil - Eric made him 
look slow as he was off like a Saturn 5! Off the ground and straight up! Quickly on approach the first was high 
then came his second which was low and just at the last minute gained too much height missing the line till finally 
on his 3rd approach a perfect snag and 25 points in the bank. A tie with Brandon 
 
Steve you're next! With his plane all set and a sweet take off around he went but the approach was to high and as 
he made his next approach much lower it was still to high. Finally on his third attempt it looked like he had it but 
just at the last moment up came a gust of wind raising his altitude and missing the line! No Way! But a miss is a 

miss and no points scored.

Leading a Club is More Than Doing the Job Yourself

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The year 2008 is winding down and this is the time when many of our clubs elect new, or reelect current, 
officers for the coming year. I’m going to begin this column by shamelessly plagiarizing an article I re-
cently read about being an association officer: “Filling an officer role does not mean that you are re-
quired to do the job alone. Being an officer simply means that you are responsible for ensuring that the 
job gets done. As an officer, you are allowed to ask other members of the club to help you fulfill your 
duties.” 

How true is that? I’ve been a member of a number of different organizations, and far too often I’ve seen 
cases of burnout because club officers feel a need to carry the load of running a club or association en-
tirely on their own shoulders. 

Sure, there’s a responsibility that goes along with being a club officer, but that responsibility doesn’t in-
clude doing all of the work yourself. In fact, over time, many clubs eventually fail because the club offi-
cers allow themselves to be put in a position where they had to do all of the work and simply accepted 
this as the way things were done. In other words, it was easier to do the job yourself than to solicit the 
help of others. At least that sounded good at the time. 

As club members we should accept the fact that we all need to play some part—even if only a small 
part—to ensure the well-being of our club. That’s what being part of a club is supposed to be all about. 
At the same, time we recognize that those who have volunteered their time to be club leaders have ac-
cepted a greater level of responsibility; however, that responsibility should lean more toward creating an 
atmosphere of teamwork and cooperation within your club. 

As a club officer you also have an opportunity to influence the direction of, and culture within, your club. 
Your members depend on you, as well as the other elected officers, to help set and meet goals and ob-
jectives for your club during your term. How you do that can mean the difference between success and 
failure, not only for you, but for your club. 

In some cases, if things go extremely wrong, it can result in an officer eventually leaving not only the 
club, but modeling all together, because the pressures of holding a club office have taken the fun out of 
what was supposed to be an enjoyable activity. 

Please keep all of this in mind as we move into the new year. Being a club officer doesn’t mean tackling 
every project or activity yourself. It doesn’t have to feel like a job. Most often, it can be an enjoyable ex-
perience if approached the right way. Enlist your members to do their part in support of your club. Most 
want to be a part. They just need to be asked.
