2009 Frozen Fingers Fun Fly

I'd like to start the Frozen Fingers Fun Fly report with a giant “Thank You” to everyone
involved in helping make this year’s Frozen Fingers one of the best. The field prepara-
tion was awesome! Despite all the snow this year, the road and parking lot were wide
open due to the special efforts of Eric, John, and Brandon who actually started getting
the field ready on the Friday before the event. Bob and his son came down to the field
on Saturday with two snowmobiles so they and several volunteers had the opportunity
to ‘take a turn’ at packing the snow down before the final grooming. We also had lots
of setup help early on Sunday, and don’t forget about the volunteers who made sure
there was food and drink on hand. | know that everyone who came to the field on Sun-
day benefitted from all the volunteer efforts. Thanks a lot, guys.

On to the competition... Ten of the club’s coolest pilots got registered to compete this
year when the forecast high temp for the day was in the low 20’s. The weather really
cooperated and we had fair skies and mild breezes all day.

The first event was a repeat from last year — “Helium Combat”. There were lots of
close calls and near misses as each pilot took a turn at trying to pop a helium balloon
held aloft buy a long pole and twenty feet of crepe paper. Once again, all the balloons
survived. However, Bob did manage three ‘rubs’ before cutting the streamer for a first
place finish in this event. Three other pilots managed to score points, but the rest
came up empty. Thankfully there were no ‘pole strikes’, but unfortunately Chris’s plane
went down in the woods.

The second event was Dicey Lotto — the challenge was to complete two clean touch-n-
goes in zones determined by dice. It was here that we found out just how hard the
packed snow can be as three contestants broke props or had the prop nut come loose.
Bob again came out on top, getting the job done in just under 28 seconds. Brandon
took second place with a time of 1:02.17.

Next, we took a break for lunch and the raffle prize drawing. Brandon was all smiles as
his ticket was drawn and he selected the new Triton EQ charger. Robert’s ticket was
selected second and his is the happy recipient of a Hanger 9 Super Stick.

The third event was “Precision Super Looper”. Each pilot got two minutes to do as
many loops as possible, but there was a penalty for each second of flying time over or
under the target. As always, Bob looked hard to beat whipping his Minus in fast tight
loops. But ‘Contest-itus’ got the better of him as he focused on landing on time rather
than exactly where his plane was. To the surprise of everyone, he pushed the nose
down as the clock ticked exactly two minutes and the plane disappeared near the

creek! He was out-of-bounds for no score. That was the opening | needed for a first
place finish, followed closely by Brian who had more loops, but was a couple seconds
late in landing.

The scoring was still tight as we started the fourth event — “Bean” There, Done That.
The objective is to perform two loops (or rolls) with 24 beans in a paper cup in the
quickest time. Joe was first up and got the job done in under a minute with 14 beans
still in the cup, nice! Bob had his son take the plane to the far end of the field so he
could takeoff, do two loops, and land without changing direction. Wow — it worked and
he came back with all the beans in 10.84 seconds. | was up next, fully expecting to
come back empty, but willing to put in a competitive try. Using Bob’s flying technique
and a paper towel cushion under the cup was just what | needed. | took only 8.43 sec-
onds and held all my beans. Hooray! Eric had the most noteworthy flight however. It
seemed to take forever for him to get his cup mounted to the landing gear. Once he
was ready to fly he did his two loops in under 16 seconds, but the barely controlled
landing took him to the drop-off at the far end of the pilots box with the wing separated,
fuselage upside down, and a lot of beans in the snow under his plane. Too bad.
