Missile command would be a more accurate description of Marches Eagles cup. A "Missile" will be 
attached to the plane and a target will be placed on the field. The competition will be in two heats 
Flight order to be to be determined by a roll of the dice for each heat.  
 
The Pilot after take off will climb above the trees and release the missile trying to come as close as 
possible to the target on the ground. The pilot is not required to release the missile on the first pass.  
Each pass will be measured from the target to the missile landing site. The Pilots score will be the 
average of the two passes. 
 
Missiles that land off of the field will be given a measurement 25 feet longer then next longest land-
ing.  In the event of a tie the single closest pass will break the tie. 
 
What you will need: 
A release mechanism in the bottom of your plane with enough space to hold the missile. 
 
Provided: 
A 14" Estes rocket without the motor will be used as the missile. The rocket comes with two attach-
ment points 3/16" in diameter one is 5 1/2" from the tail and another 6" from the nose of the rocket. 
You may use either one or both for attachment to your plane. 
 
NOTE: These are the shortest rockets I have been able to find so far. If I can find smaller ones I will 
provide.

Re: Tag Grant Application Summary 
 
 
The New Hampshire Flying Eagles #2417 is a very diversified R/C club, members have a wide range of interests 
including scale, 3D and sport flying. We hold fly-ins throughout the flying season and anyone with a current AMA 
# is always welcome. We have at present 24 active members, also 3 registered Intro Pilot Instructors. 
 
With the help of the AMA program the New Hampshire Flying Eagles intends to offer a two day flying event and 
we plan on calling this event ‘Let’s go flying with Radio Controlled Aircraft’. 
 
This event will be held at our field in Merrimack, NH. This event will be open to any one that has an interest in 
learning to fly radio controlled aircraft. 
 
This event will be advertised through local newspapers and local cable television including flyers placed in local 
stores and advertisements will include the scope of the event, date and time and contact phone #. Registrations will 
be required and the number registered will be held at 20. In the event that more than 20 sign up, a second TAG 
event will be set for a follow-up date. Participants will be given class room sessions that will include different 
types of model aircraft, power plants that are used, the radio equipment and how it all works. A major focus on the 
safety issues involved in flying model aircraft and a brief summary of the AMA safety code will be addressed. 
They will be informed about the AMA, what it is and what it does for its members and why membership is re-
quired. At the end of he class room session, all will be given a package to include AMA membership application, 
Club information and membership application. Flight simulators will be setup to allow all to get some basic in-
struction flying on a simulator and when it is over it is ‘let’s go to the field and fly’. 
 
At he field after the class room session, students will be shown around the field to orient them to the flight bounda-
ries and why they are used. One assigned instructor will go over the aircraft setup and flight checks and radio 
ground check and why this is important. Students will be shown fueling the aircraft, turning on the radio, hooking 
up glow starter and getting the engine running. After a pre-flight check-up the engine will be shut down and the 
wing removed from the trainer plane. An assigned area will be set aside for ground handling, one instructor will 
take a small group and instruct them on controlling the aircraft on the ground, and everyone must go through this 
phase before trainer box flying. When a student completes the ground training he or she will move to another in-
structor for buddy box flying. During this part the instructor will take the aircraft of to level flight and trim the air-
craft as needed, explaining all the steps as he goes forward. The Student will be given control of the aircraft under 
the strict control of the instructor via the Buddy Box system and will coach the student throughout the flight.

Students will be offered as many flights as possible during the day. Any student that wants to return for more flight 
instruction will be given that chance to do so. It will be the instructor’s job to make sure the correct paper work is 
sent to the AMA with the required time table. At the close of the day all students will be given a certificate of 
completion and a chance to sign-up with the AMA plus club membership – note the club membership will be at a 
greatly discounted rate for the first year. Those that cannot sign up at that time but have an interest will be kept in 
touch with by the club and invited to come to the field for another session of buddy box flying. 
 
The Flying Eagles maintains a grass runway, the pit area fences are kept in good order and all improvements are 
done with expense covered from the club. For this event we will need to rent a generator for the flight simulators; 
the club has purchased two trainer aircraft and buddy boxes and we have ordered two flight simulators. Food and 
drinks will be provided by the club. All advertisements will be paid for by the club, flyers have been drawn up and 
ready for print. As soon as the weather permits, the field will be rolled and reseeded, the club has set aside two 
gallons of glow fuel to use for this event and will do whatever it takes to make this event a success. We have spent 
thus far a total of $1,079.80 but this does not cover the cost of the news paper advertising, aids and printing of the 
flyers. We are asking the AMA TAG Program to help us out with $700.00 to cover some of the costs we have en-
countered so far.

These prices are subject to change at any time, since the dealer will pass on to us whatever increases appear on his 
invoice from the distributor, and these can happen in one day from when he places the order to when it ships. In 
any case, however, our bulk price will be considerably less than retail, also less than the discounted club price from 
RCBW.  
   
I've emailed Joe Metz (thank you for that information) regarding racing fuels, and won't confuse you with that in-
formation, but happy to share it with anyone who asks.  
   
On the matter of a surcharge to go into the club treasury, I'm not sure how that would work, given the manner in 
which I've structured these bulk buys in the past. My main constituents in the past have been the CAGS in Concord 
and SNHRCC in Hudson. I've had a few buyers of pattern blend from the Skyhawks in Concord, but I've tried to 
steer clear of stepping on the toes of Dan Weed, who buys Coolpower in 55 gallon drums and dispenses it to Sky-
hawks members by the gallon for a small markup over his bulk price. Also, I've supplied a group of pattern fliers in 
Massachusetts with fuel for their YS powerplants. Beyond that, I've never turned anyone away from participating 
in my buys, since I'm always hoping to get a pallet load size bulk order to get the discounted shipping charge. Usu-
ally we don't, but one year we did.  
   
I'm happy to include SNHFE for participation this year, and open to whatever way the club or executive committee

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wants to structure it. As I see it, the two main options are either my usual way, for SNHFE members to place an 
order directly with me, and I arrange delivery with each buyer individually (usually pick-up at my condo in Merri-
mack or arrangements to meet at the field at some mutually agreed time); or the other way being an order from the 
club, with delivery arranged depending on the size of the order (maybe club pick-up from the dealer if it's a large 
order, then delivery to individual club members at the field). This would permit the club to tack on  a surcharge ($2 
per case or whatever) in cost to the member.  
   
In any case, I need a club to sponsor the bulk buy, since I want one check on a club account to give to the dealer. 
On my order form I would have individual buyers send me a check (payable to SNH Flying Eagles) for their order, 
deliver those checks to you, and obtain a lump sum check from you, which I would give to the dealer. It would be 
more convenient for me to have SNHFE as the sponsoring club, saving me a trip to Concord otherwise.  
   
Our next club meeting is I believe March 4. I would like to be able to distribute order forms at the March meeting 
for each of the four clubs I belong to, with a deadline for return of the forms to me at the end of the April week in 
which the last of the four club meetings occurs (I think that's April 11). So that gives us a few weeks to finalize 
details and me to get my order forms prepared. I would place my order with the dealer probably Monday, April 13, 
and probably have the fuel available for delivery as early as the weekend of April 18-19.
