Bob Terry has volunteered to be the CD for the upcoming eagles cup on June 7 th and be-
low are the details of the event. This looks like a fun event for all skill levels although I 
think the tree penalty is a little harsh. Time to practice those harrier landings. See you at the 
field for the club meeting at Noon after eagles cup. 
 
Precision Landing 
 
There will be 4 circles painted on the field. The object will be to land and stop within the 
circles on the field. There will be two rounds of competition. During the first round each 
pilot will land and obtain a score. The total score will be the sum of the zone that the plane 
lands in, plus the zone that the plane comes to rest in. Pilot flight order will reverse during 
the second round of competition. Each pilot will land and obtain a score in the same manner 
as the first round of competition. The highest sum after both landings wins. Scoring: 100 
points for center, 70 points next outer, 50 points next outer, and 10 points for outer most. If 
a plane touches down in the center but rolls out of the outer most circle, the total points will 
be 100. If the plane touches down and stops in the middle zone, the total score will be 200 
points. Flight line violations will result in a disqualification. Landing in a tree or outside the 
flying field will result in a -100 point score for the landing attempt. If a pilot fails to land or 
stop in a circle, as a tiebreaker, they will be scored on closest distance to the center of the 
circles. Pilots are not allowed to use the throttle once the aircraft touches the ground (not 
allowed to taxi to a circle).

Developed to encourage our members and clubs to promote modeling as a positive recreational activity to those 
in their communities, TAG was the first of several new programs implemented by AMA in 2007. Intended pri-
marily to indoctrinate and welcome the general public to our hobby, TAG basically provides a one-day extensive 
introduction of model aviation with the intent of drawing new people into our hobby. This is followed by a flight 
training program for new members gained from the opening-day activities.  
 
Here’s how TAG works: clubs applying to host a TAG Model Aviation Day will be provided with a complete 
program “requirements and guidelines” document to use as a guide. This document will include ideas on pre-
promoting and advertising your event as well as an outline of possible activities to take place during the actual 
day of the event. Clubs will be encouraged to preregister attendees to help them better prepare. Each attendee will 
also be entered into the AMA’s newly revised Introductory Pilot Program (IPP). Although there is no cost to the 
non-member, by becoming an IPP student, he or she will be covered under the AMA’s liability protection as long 
as he or she is working under the supervision of an AMA Introductory Pilot (IP) Instructor.  
 
On the actual day of the event, each attendee will be provided with brief “classroom instruction” to help familiar-
ize them with model aviation and to give them an idea of what to expect. Next, each attendee will receive hands-
on training under the supervision of a club instructor that will help them become acclimated to the basics of flight 
and how it all works. If the training involves radio-controlled aircraft, each attendee will be given the opportunity 
to fly a trainer model on a buddy box under the guidance of an AMA IP Instructor. Time permitting, multiple 
flights are encouraged.
