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The June 2009 Eagles Cup event was Precision Landing. Four circles were painted on the

field. The object was to land and stop within the circles on the field. There were two rounds of com-
petition. During the first round each pilot had a chance to land and obtain a score. The total score
was the sum of the zone that the plane landed in, plus the zone that the plane came to a rest

in. After the first round of competition the pilot flight order reversed for the second round. The high-
est sum after both landings would win. The scoring was 100 points for the center circle, 50 points
for the next outer circle, 30 points for the next outer circle, and 10 points for outer most circle. Clos-
est to the center of the center circle was the tie breaker.

Six pilots competed in the event. The fist to fly was Dave Surwell with a glow fuel airplane. Dave
did well landing in the third circle, but given the high landing speeds of a glow fuel airplane his air-
plane rolled to a stop outside the circles. Next to fly was Matt Bole. Matt’s Tango provided a slow
landing approach, but the glow fuel airplane still carried a lot of speed on landing. Matt’s plane
landed in the third circle, but the airplane rolled to a stop outside the circles. Brian Redmond was up
next with a small electric IFO. Brian put the slow flying IFO in the center circle and stopped it for a
solid 200 points. Next to fly was Eric Boucher. Eric landed short of the circles and stopped outside.
Next up was Bob Terry flying his electric Skeeter. The slow flying electric landed and stopped right
in the center circle for a solid 200 points. Last up was Steve Lewis Flying an electric. Steve landed
and stopped in the outer circle.

The flight order reversed. This time Steve Lewis landed and stopped right in the center circle. Nice
job Steve. Next was Bob Terry. Bob’s Skeeter wasn't carrying enough speed and landed in the
third circle. Next was Eric Boucher. Eric did well landing in the third circle, but given the high land-
ing speeds of a glow fuel airplane his airplane rolled to a stop outside the circles. Brian Redmond
repeated his first round performance and put his IFO in the center circle for another 200 points.
Matt did an excellent job on this round landing in the center circle and rolling to a stop in the third
circle. Great job for a fast landing glow fuel airplane. Last to fly was Dave Surwell. Dave did a
great job landing in the third circle, but given the high landing speeds of his airplane it rolled to a
stop outside the circles.
