October Eagles Cup

Wally Adasczik has volunteered to CD the next Eagles Cup on October 4. Here is his plan.

The event will be "But Officer - | know | was not going that Fast". This event is open to all flyers begin-
ners to purported self inflated macho mo-gusto pilots with a plethora of experience. Bring on the Buddy

Equipment: | will provide an Eagle Tree Telemetry set that provides amongst other things - Altitude and
Airspeed. For airspeed you will be required to poke a 1/8" hole in your aircraft for installation of a pitot
tube (needed for Airspeed measurement). The telemetry set comprises a very small NiCad battery, data
collection electronics, and transmitter (The antenna for this can be wedged between the wing and fuse-
lage in the wing saddle area). That's it. All up flying weight is just a few ounces. You might want to per-
form a weight and balance check after installation.

Rules: Only 1 - Pilot guesses his airspeed and altitude for each event [6 passes] as indicated below be-
fore departure. CD will record. There is no advantage to who goes first or last as recorded data will not
be made available to pilot for comparison during the competition!

Flight line violations are automatic DQ from the event...thanks for the three dollars!!!

Points:

Everyone starts with O points. You make your guess for Airspeed at 50 mph. You are measured at an
average of 80 mph through your two passes. You get 30 points added to your score. Altitude is same.
You guess 200 feet and you are actually at an average of 150 feet you get 50 points added to your
score. Diving for the deck is same as airspeed. You guess 120 mph and your aircraft only does 90mph
you get 30 points added to the score. You guys are in for a rude awakening on airspeed, especially dur-
ing the diving phase! Lowest score wins! Ties will be determined via the goofy many sided dice or the
dogged ear playing cards (High score wins).

Radio-controlled gliders reach the sky in

Hudson

You won't hear it soaring over the skies of Hudson, anst ifikely won't see it, either. That's
because it has no engine and makes no sound. Using uplde@fts) eagle circling above, it
can stay aloft more than an hour.

It isn't a bird, a jet or UFO, but rather a radio-colfecbglider under control of Amherst resi-
dent David Beach, a member and officer with the SoutNem Hampshire Radio Control
Club.

Turning the old Hudson landfill into a radio control airpoine club uses the space daily to fly
both gliders and gas-powered aircraft. Wagner Field, aslibenamed it, sits atop a hill off
Route 102. Mowed and flat, the field is divided into twaesi keeping the louder gas-powered
planes on one side.

Beach takes his glider piloting seriously, outfitting ¢8s to be a mobile workshop and hangar
for RC planes. He's a regular at the field and attenttef-state competitions.

Launching the gliders is a bit more cumbersome withauetigines. A lone rope is stretched
across the field to a pulley and back. A pedal-driven caiestaiotor puts tension on the line
before Beach releases the plane straight up in thafeer airborne, the planes' electronics are
controlled by a handset.

According to Beach, the trick to keeping the glider atfinding a breeze and updratfts, just
like a bird in flight. The more updrafts, the longer tireraft stays up. And, the only sounds
heard are from the battery-powered starter motor wingjnthe rope.
