As soon as we have enough snow to cover the grass, aibohie® of snow, it's time to install skis and head for
the field. There are several ways to join the fun. ¥auo buy skis, you can build them from plans, or you can de-
sign your own. Buying skis is the simplest way totstaut they need to be ordered in advance to be readyeor
first snowfall. If you are going to build your own, ybatter get started; you never know when that first $albw
will arrive.

Commercial skis

The Maiden Products skis work very well and can be iestéh minutes since there is no modification or con-
struction required. Simply remove the wheels, slide kireas, and tighten the setscrews.

The Jay Dee skis look to be similar to the Maiden Prisdslds, but the CBRC all season flyers have not tried
them.

The Dubro skis are readily available through the lochblishops (in fact, they sometimes stock them), but re-
guire a more complex installation. Also, the Dubro skig mat provide enough propeller clearance. If they are
your choice, make sure that you buy them early enaufihthem to your airplane.
