One of his wheels was trying to escape the event so it dropped to safety in the woods just two turns after 

take off.  He was able to stay aloft for 61 seconds and got an abrupt stop at 32 paces.  Scott was up next with an 

electric cub.  He was well on path to secure an engine off time close to the mark but missed the field on landing.  

He didnôt even try to power up.  This is where my planning for the event failed.  I originally had a 100- point de-

duction for this but it should have been a DNF.  Sorry Scott!  Joe was up next with his ultra stick but it decided to 

get ultra stuck into the creek, not long after take-off.  He was never on the clock so he was allowed to try again 

later.  Now we had two search crews in the woods on recovery missions as Steve stepped up to the plate with his 

ultra stick.  Steve had a good run but the stick wasnôt feeling the lift in the hot, humid goo that we were calling air.  

Even with the engine idling, he could only get 53 seconds and with 31 paces.  This put me up to bat.  I was flying 

Daltonôs plane so I decided to go for a power off glide (what a great dad).  Daltonôs plane was fully equipped with 

covering spoilers all over the plane so it could only get about 107 seconds and 18 paces.  Kevin was up next with 

his Tango.  He was able to do a very nice Olympic type cartwheel on take off with a full stick landing.  The plane 

was still flyable so he went back into repair mode so he could get another try later on in the event.  Joe was now 

ready to give it another shot with his electric Sabre.  Not a great gliding plane but 35 seconds was better than noth-

ing.  Kevin was now ready to get-r-done on his second attempt.  He was able to stay up for 45.5 seconds (rounded 

to 46) and stopped at 68 paces.
